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Prvi slovenski geologki kongres je potekal med 9. in 11. oktobrom 2002 v Crni na Koroskem.

Priredili so ga Geologki zavod Slovenije (GeoZS), Slovensko geolosko drustvo (SGD) in
Rudnik svinca in cinka Mezica v zapiranju (RM). Udelezilo se ga je 147 slovenskih in 16 tujih
geologov. Na njem je predstavilo 227 avtorjev in soavtorjev z razli¢nih podroé¢ij znanosti o
Zemlji skupno 149 prispevkov, od tega uvodno in dve vabljeni plenarni predavanji, 109
predavanj v treh vzporednih sekcijah in 39 posterjev. Priredili so dve pokongresni enodnevni
ekskurziji, eno v rudiséa Mezice in v Toplo z okolico in drugo na obmocje Periadriatskega
lineamenta in cono stika med Alpidi in Dinaridi.

Kongres je slavnostno odprl prof. dr. Zoran Stan¢i¢, drzavni sekretar za znanost na Ministrstvu
za Solstvo, znanost in §port (MSZS). Udelezence kongresa so pozdravili doc. dr. Bojan Ogorelec,
direktor GeoZS, g. Franc Stakne, ¢rnjanski Zupan, doc. dr. Vasilij Mikuz, predstojnik Oddelka
za geologijo NTF Univerze v Ljubljani (UL) in mag. Uro§ Herlec, predsednik SGD.

Uvodno predavanje o stanju in perspektivah geologije v Sloveniji je imel direktor GeoZS
in nacionalni koordinator polja Geologija pri MSZS B. Ogorelec. Prvo vabljeno plenarno
predavanje S. Fajmut-Strucl (RM) v soavtorstvu z I. Struclom in M. Pungartnikom je seznanilo
prisotne z geoloskim pregledom meziskega rudis¢a in okolice, v drugem je pa L. Placer
(GeoZS) v soavtorstvu z U. Herlecem predstavil sodobne zamisli o zgradbi Severnih Karavank
in mezigkih Pb-Zn rudig¢. Sledila so predavanja v treh vzporednih sekcijah in dve posterski
predstavitvi. Tretji dan sta bili kongresni ekskurziji, zatem pa je kongres sklenil delo.

Ta sestavek ima namen, na kratko prikazati delo kongresa s predstavljenimi prispevki, ki
jih navajamo po abecednem zaporedju ustreznih geoloskih podro¢ij, kakor jih je vanje uvrstil
kongresni organizacijski odbor. Ob podro¢jih so tudi prispevki na posterjih, navedeni po
abecednem zaporedju avtorjev.

Zivéicem je opisal omreZje potresnih opazovalnic okoli jedrske elektrarne Krsko. M. Car

Z. Jeran (IJS) v soavtorstvu z R. Ja¢imoviéem, P. Vre¢a in A. Brancljem je
govorila o kovinah in elementih v sledovih v sedimentih visokogorskih jezer. A. Popit (IJS)
z J. Vaupoti¢ je razpravljala o vplivu geoloske sestave na pove¢ane koncentracije radona v
Solah in otroskih vrtcih.

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1% Slovenian Geological Congress
at Crna na Koroskem, 9 to 11 October 2002

The 1% Slovenian Geological Congress was held from 9 to 11 October 2002 at Crna na
Korogkem. The congress was organized by the Geologic Survey of Slovenia, the Slovenian
Geologic Society and the Mezica Mine in closing. In its work 142 Slovenian and 20 foreign
geologists took part. In total, results of 149 contributions by 227 authors and co-authors from
various fields of Earth Sciences were presented, of these an introductory talk, two invited
plenary talks, 109 talks in several sessions and 39 posters. Two one-day field trips were
organized, the first to the Mezica and Topla mines with environs, and the second one to rocks
along the Periadriatic Lineament and the contact of the Alpides and Dinarides in the area of
Crna na Koroskem.

The Congress was opened by Prof. Dr. Zoran Stan¢i¢, Secretary for Science at the Ministry
for Education, Science and Sport. It was greeted by Prof. Dr. Bojan Ogorelec, Director of
the Geological Survey of Slovenia (GeoZS), Mr. Franc Stakne, mayor of Crna, Prof.Dr. Vasilij
Mikuz, Head of Geologic Department of the Ljubljana University (UL) and by Mag. Uros
Herlec (UL), President of the Slovenian Geologic Society (SGD).

The introductory talk on the role and perspectives of Geology in Slovenia was given by
director of GeoZS and National coordinator of the field Geology B. Ogorelec. The first invited
plenary talk by S. Fajmut-Strucl of the Mezica Mine in closing (RM) and co-authored by I.
Strucl and M. Pungartnik introduced the audience to geology of the Mezica deposits and their
surroundings. The second invited plenary talk by L. Placer (GeoZS) and U. Herlec presented
modern views on structure of the North Karavanke Mts. and the Mezica lead and zinc
deposits. Two days of talks in three parallel sessions and two poster presentations followed.
On the third day the congress was closed by the two field trips.

Follows a short review of contributions. They are listed as attributed by the Congress
Organizing committee to sessions which are arranged in alphabetical order. With the sessions
also contributions displayed as posters are listed alphabetically.

BASIC GEOLOGIC MAPPING

S. Buser (UL) and M. Komac (GeoZS) described the preparation of geologic map of
Slovenia on the 1:250,000 scale. U. Herlec (UL) with coauthor S. Buser spoke on maintaing
the existing Basic geologic map of Slovenia on 1:100,000 and mapping of the new geologic
map on the 1:50,000 scale. J. Sinigoj (GeoZS) with M. Komac as coauthor discussed the
geologic map in the GIS environment. J. Sinigoj (GeoZS) with coauthors K. Hribernik, M.
Komac and R. Sajn presented the file of field observation points that resulted from 30 years
of field work for Basic geologic map of Slovenia.

COMPUTERS IN GEOLOGY

J. Sinigoj (GeoZS) showed on examples the verification of quality of geologic spatial data
in geographic information systems. M. Vrabec (UL) spoke on computer 3D modelling of
geologic structures, possibilities and opportunities. U. Herlec (UL) with coauthor M. Ferlan
presented the digital spatial geologic model of terrain between Mrzli vrh and Podljubinske
Ravne, Tolmin area. J. Sinigoj (GeoZS) coauthored by D. Rokavec, D. Skaberne and M.
Bidovec described the establishment of the mineral commodities information system. T.
Budkovié¢ (GeoZS) with J. Sinigoj and S. Kumelj presented at the example of Bovec community
the map of geologic hazards of communities in Republic Slovenia

ENGINEERING GEOLOGY AND GEOMECHANICS

A. Loc¢niskar (State Roads Company, Ljubljana — DDC) spoke of the role of geology in the
Slovenian national program of motorway construction. B. Dolinar (University in Maribor,
Faculty for Construction - UM) discussed the role of mineralogy in soil mechanics. A. Petkovsek
(Construction Institute ZRMK, Ljubljana — ZRMK) talked about rationalization of metho-
dology for determining and forecasting the swelling and swelling potential of soils. E. Jung-
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wirth (Institute for Defence Studies, Research and Development, Zagreb — I0S) with M.
Zecevic discussed the role of geology in warfare. M. Komac (GeoZS) spoke about the influence
of land-use factors on landslides. T. Begu§ (GeoinZeniring Company, Ljubljana — GI) presented
the stability calculation for certain objects of the Zirovski vrh uranium mine. K. Fifer Bizjak
(Institute for Construction, Ljubljana — ZAG) talked about the stability analysis for under-
ground mining of natural stone.

J. Spangenberg (The Lausanne University, Lausanne, Swit-
zerland — LU) with coauthors V. Schwab and T. Dolenec presented the study of P/Tr mass
extinction in the Idrijca valley in Slovenia due to sulfur disulfide and carbon dioxide poisoning.
J. Kotnik and M. Horvat (Institute Jozef Stefan, Ljubljana — IJS) talked on modelling of Hg
and its species in the Velenje colliery lake. G. Zibret (GeoZS) presented the heavy metals mass
balance in the Celje area. J. Lavri¢ (LU) with J. Spangenberg and B. Rezun presented new data
on the fossil hydrothermal system of the Idrija Hg deposit. P. Vreda (IJS) with G. Muri proposed
the carbon and nitrogen isotopic composition in organic sediment as indicators of trophic
development of high mountain lakes. Z. Jeran (IJS) with R. Ja¢imovi¢, P. Vreéa and A. Brancelj
spoke on metals and trace elements in high mountain lake sediments. A. Popit (IJS) and J.

only in the Book of Abstracts.

GEOPHYSICS

A. Gosar (MOP — ARSO) talked about results of the 3D refraction seismic research of
lithosphere in SE Alps (the Alpe 2002 project). D. Rajver (GeoZS) coauthored by D. Ravnik
presented the geothermic picture of Slovenia as based on the widened data file and improved
geothermic maps. R.Vidrih (ARSO) with M. Godec, A. Gosar, P. Sinc¢i¢, I. Tasi¢ and M. Ziveié
talked about the network of seismic registration points around the Kr$ko nuclear power
plant. M. Car (GeoZS) showed examples of application of electric tomography in hydrogeology,
engineering geology and geotechnics. M. Mavec (Velenje Colliery, Velenje — PV) with J. Mayer
and M. Koc¢evar presented the observation system for registration of seismicity triggered by
mining in the Velenje Colliery.

J. Pavsi¢ (UL) spoke about Badenian pteropods and nannoplankton stratigraphy of the
Slovenske Gorice region. V. Mikuz (UL) discussed the Lower Miocene fauna from Soteska
at Moravce. E. Jungwirth (IOS) presented the paleoecologic characteristics of Slovenian
Paleogene flora. K. Drobne (ZRC SAZU) with coauthors V. Cosovi¢ in E. Robinson spoke on
large miliolids of Upper Cretaceous and Paleogene through space and time. S. Buser (UL) with
I. Debeljak as coauthor discussed the origin of gravel in Pleistocene beds of the Potoc¢ka
zijalka cave and the cave bear in it. E. Jungwirth (IOS) presented the problems of chronology,
determinations and taxonomy of Paleogene macroflora in Slovenia (Socka, Sava Folds).

In the poster sessions, B. Jurkovsek (GeoZS), T. Kolar-Jurkovsek and G.S. Jaecks presented
the microfauna of Carnian beds in the Mezica region, A. Mauko (UL) the dinosaur footprints
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in Coniacian limestone from the Krnica inlet in Istria, Croatia, G. Miksa (Industrial Oil
Company, Zagreb — INA), J. Sremac, M. Zecevi¢ and D. Pezelj Badenian echinoderms from
Mt. Medvednica and their ecologic niches, and T. Kolar Jurkovsek (GeoZS) with B. Jurkovsek
the plant fossils in Carboniferous beds from the motorway construction site at Bizovik.

PERSPECTIVES OF GEOLOGY IN SLOVENIA

B. Ogorelec (GeoZS) delineated in his introdutory talk the role and perspectives of geology
in Slovenia. J. Pavsi¢ (UL) coauthored by M. Pleni¢ar, D. Strmole, V. Pohar, P. Kralj and
7. Leder reported on the progress of the Slovenian geologic terminologic dictionary.

The contribution of B. Jelen (GeoZS) and H. Rifelj about new elements in solving the
problem of Oligocene and Lower Miocene beds in Slovenia (nine years and a half later) was
presented only in the Book of Abstracts.

PETROLOGY AND MINERALOGY

M. Jersek (Museum of Natural History, Ljubljana — PM) with coauthors V. Zebec, V.
Bermanec, B. Mirti¢, M. Dobnikar, T. Dolenec and F. Krivograd discussed the morphogenesis
of calcite crystals from Mezica deposits. V. Srot (IJS) coauthored by A. Rec¢nik, B. Mirti¢ and
M. Zorz spoke about characteristics of fluorite crystals from north slopes of Mt. Blegos. M.
Trajanova (GeoZS) discussed the structural meaning of metamorphic rocks in deep boreholes
at Maribor.

In poster sessions S. Bergant (IGI) presented with G. Koch and M. Sparica the occurrence
of zonal quartz crystals in insoluble residue of carbonate sandstones of flysch rocks in Istria,
Croatia, M. Jersek (PM), P. Kump and B. Cin¢ Juhant morphologic and geochemical cha-
racteristics of garnets from pegmatites from Ravne na Koroskem, A. Kralj (UL) with A. Rec¢nik,
B. Mirti¢, M. Zorz and T. Dolenec minerals from septarias at Gornji Strihovec in Slovenske
Gorice, and B. Miklavi¢ (UL) with B. Mirti¢ the properties of pyrite from Zlata gora.

REGIONAL GEOLOGY

M. Poljak (GeoZS) with coauthors I. Riznar and T. Verbic¢ described the geology of the Krsko
basin. I. Riznar (AKTIM, Ljubljana — AKTIM) with D. Mileti¢ and T. Verbi¢ discussed the
Middle Miocene beds in northern slopes of Mt.Gorjanci between Kostanjevica and Catez. M.
Novak (GeoZS) with S. Dozet presented the development of Upper Triassic and Lower Jurassic
beds at Podutik near Ljubljana. A. Benedik (Geo-hidro, Drenov Gri¢ — GH) described the
lithology of the narrow surroundings of Izola based on data from a deep borehole. M. Basagic¢
(University of Sarajevo — US) with coauthor S. Ci¢i¢ discussed the lithostratigraphic column
between Nevesinje and Ljubinje (SE Bosnia and Herzegovina), and karst characteristics of the
rocks. S. Gori¢an (ZRC SAZU) with coauthors J. Halami¢, T. Grgasovi¢ and T. Kolar-Jurkovsek
spoke about Triassic basins of the back-arc system in N Croatia. A. Kosir (ZRC SAZU)
coauthored by B. Otoni¢ar described the development of Upper Cretaceous and Paleogene
synorogenic carbonate platforms in NW Dinarides. B. Otonicar (ZRC SAZU) with A. Kosir
discussed the influence of geotectonic events on sedimentary sequences of carbonate deposition
systems (Upper Jurassic — Eocene, north part of Adriatic-Dinaric carbonate platform). A.
Miheve (ZRC SAZU) with coauthors P. Bosak, P. Pruner and B. Vokal described the fossil
remains of cave animal Marifugia cavatica in a roofless cave in the quarry at Crnotice.

In the poster sessions S. Bergant (IG) with G. Koch, I. Galovi¢, B. Prtoljan and M. Sparica
presented the contact zone between Cenomanian limestones and Middle Eocene clastics
(tempestites or turbidites?) between Motovun and Kar0]ba in Croatian Istria, and S. TrotoSek
(UL) displayed the geology of the area north of Smarjeske Toplice.

Contributions by S. Dozet (GeoZS) with M. Novak on stratigraphic development of Jurassic
and Tuvalian substage at Oslica near Muljava and Tosko ¢elo, by E. Marton (Eotvos Lorand
Geophysical Institute of Hungary, Budapest — ELG) with coauthors N. Zupanci¢, A. Horvat,
M. Trajanova and B. Jelen on paleomagnetism of the Mt. Pohorje igneous rocks, and by A.
Smuc (ZRC SAZU) with S. Gori¢an on stratigraphy and sedimentology of Jurassic rocks of
Mt. Mangart and Triglav lakes were presented only as abstracts in the Book of Abstracts.
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SEDIMENTOLOGY

B. Ogorelec (GeoZS) with coauthor D. Skaberne gave a review of sedimentologic research
in Slovenia during the last 30 years. J. Car (UL) with D. Skaberne discussed the Stopnik
conglomerates. A. Kosir (ZRC SAZU) with coauthor V.P. Wright spoke on dolomitization and
porosity distribution in Eocene limestones tinted by hydrocarbons (alveolinid nummulitic
limestone, SW Slovenia). G. Hafner (Trbovlje Colliery, Hrastnik — RT) with coauthors L.
Placer and D. Skaberne presented sedimentologic characteristics of the Trbovlje Formation.
M. Bavec (GeoZS) discussed the new temporal and genetic definitions of certain Quaternary
sediments and rocks in the Upper Soc¢a valley region.

B. Otonicar (ZRC SAZU) and A. Kosir presented a poster on the Cretaceous-Tertiary
paleokarst at Koromacno in Croatian Istria, as an example of a paleokarst roofless cave.

THE STOZE LANDSLIDE

I. Spacapan (GEOT, Ljubljana — GEOT) with coauthor R. Petrica presented geology and
engineering geology of the area of the Stoze landslide above Log pod Mangartom. R. Stopar
(GI) with M. Car spoke on investigations of the Stoze landslide with geophysical methods.
B. Majes (UL) with coauthors A. Petkovsek and J. Logar compared materials characteristics
of debris and mud flows of the Stoze, Slano Blato and Struge landslides. M. Bren¢i¢ (GeoZS)
discussed the hydrogeology of the Stoze pod Mangartom landslide area.

TECTONICS

J. Car (UL) with coauthors F. Sustersi¢ and M. Vrabec spoke about geomorphology and
active tectonics along the north margin of the Cerknica polje. M. Vrabec (UL) presented the
Sava fault and young Cenozoic tectonics of central Slovenia. B. Otoni¢ar (ZRC SAZU) gave
an overview of alpidic geodynamic development and paleogeography of the wider region of
Slovenia during Permian and Mesozoic. B. Celarc (GeoZS) discussed the tectonic contact
between Paleozoic and Triassic rocks S of Podolseva. M. Vrabec (UL) with coauthors M.
Mar¢i¢ and S” Zavsek presented the geometry, kinematics and genesis of transtension faults
in the central part of Velenje basin.

On a poster T. Verbi¢ showed the litho- and allostratigraphy of Quaternary beds and
neotectonic activity in the E part of Krsko basin.

THE BOOK OF ABSTRACTS AND CONGRESS FIELD TRIPS

The Book of Abstracts, 111 p., and the Field Trips Guidebook, 43 p., was edited by
A. Horvat, A. Kosir, P. Vre¢a and M. Brenci¢. The short review of geology of the Mezica area
in it was written by L. Placer, M. Vrabec and M. Trajanova.

Field Trip E-1 — Mezica Mine in the Peca area

The text was written by M. Pungartnik (RM), L. Placer, D. Skaberne and B. Jurkovsek (all
GeoZS). In the mine, the visitors could see the remains of orebodies between 7 and 10 levels
in the Moering, Middle Zone and Union mining areas. Followed the visit of collections in the
mining museum at portal of the Glané¢nik adit. The route continued from Mezica by a forest
road to Podpeca, then through the Helenski potok ravine to the Meza valley and then to Crna
na Koroskem.

Field Trip E-2 — Rocks in the Alpidic-Dinaric border zone and in the zone of the Periadriatic
Lineament

The accompanying text was prepared by M. Dobnikar (UL), M. Trajanova (GeoZS), M.
Vrabec (UL), M. Pungartnik (RM) and L. Placer (GeoZS). The excursion started with the Topla
valley and a visit to the Topla deposit. Then it was focused on igneous and metamorphic rocks
in the contact zone between the Alps and Dinarides, and along the Periadriatic Lineament.
